Summary. Privatisation and European integration offer new possibilities for
regional development in Serbia. In this process it is a factor of crucial importance
to determine the goals, serving a long-range, sustainable socio-economic
development as well as the formation of a wide —range consensus between the key
actors. The article shows the possibilities of application of a multi-actor model for
determination of basic strategic objectives and coalitions between key players on
example of Northern Vojvodina. The results prove the importance of application of
sophisticated decision support systems, based on collective wisdom; highlight the
importance of system-based approach in rural development; and prove the role of
info-communication sector in upgrading of attractiveness of capital —involvement
in rural areas.

Introduction

Privatisation, social and political transition as well as European integration offer
new horizons for Serbian regional development. (Serbian European Integration
Office, 2005, EC 2006) At the same time it is obvious, that the rural development
strategy and practice of European Union is a rather opaque and rather confuse (EU
Committee of the Regions, 2005; Bachtler and Michie, 1995; Getinis, 2003;
Nemes, 2005)

Under the current conditions of Serbia, the preparation of regional or local
development plans gains in importance. This fact highlights the role of wide-range
application of sophisticated methods of decision support. The aim of current article
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is fourfold (1) on example of an actual region demonstrate the interplay of different
socio-economic forces. their dialectic relationships; (2) identification and analyse
the different socio-economic goals of actors, relevant in regional development; (3)

determination of possibilities of forging coalitions between actors with purpose of

promotion of regional development; (4) test the applicability of sophisticated
decision support systems in regional development.

Theoretical foundations and methodology

The basic theoretical foundation of research is the organisational theory (Amin,
2004) and the principle-agent theory (Eisenhardt, 1989).

According to the basic paradigm of so-called “French school of strategy™ the

different social systems can be considered as an arena, in which different groups of

participants (the so-called actors) take part with purpose of enforcement of their
specific interests (Godet, 2003). If one can relative adequately simplify the actors
and the most characteristic features of their systems of interests, then there is a
possibility of analysis the chances of different actors to realise their goals. The
possibilities of actors to influence other actors are determined by the power to
influence of other actors directly or indirectly. by using their intluence on other
actors in order to affect their behaviour. That’s why the influence of an actor (A)
on another actor (C), is the sum of the direct influence is has on C and of all
indirect influences it gains through all the other third actors.

The quantification of mutual influences can be characterised by a rectangular
matrix, its name is matrix of direct influences (MID). Cells of matrix —per
definition-reflect the intensity of influence of actor in row on actor in column
(Bendahan et al., 2004). The intensity of direct influence on an actor to another was
measured on a 0-4 scale, from no influence to absolute influence, determining the
existence of the respective actor.

Matrix of direct and indirect influences (MIDI [1]), can be quantified for each
par of actors as a sum of direct and indirect influences.

Using the r, vector one can define the matrix of influence-possibilities of each of
actors for different issues. [5].

The importance of different goals from point of view of each actor has been
expressed by Matrix of Actor-Object (MAO). In this matrix the importance and
attitudes of different goals from point of view of different actors were quantified on
a -4 ...+4 scale, where the -4 denoted the high importance and total negation of the
given goal, and the +4 denotes the high importance and total support.

The 3MAO matrix is the basis of most of the analyses proposed by MACTOR.
Indeed, a number of important values are directly drawn trom the 3MAO matrix.
This is the case ot the mobilization coefficient [6], showing how miuch the different
actors are involved in the situation, but also of the agreement [7] and disagreement
[8] coefficients, which indicate how controversial are the different issues.

Furthermore, the 3MAQO matrix is used to obtain the convergence matrix (3CAA
[9]) and divergence matrix (3DAA [10]). For each couple of actors, these matrixes
show how much they agree (respectively disagree) on salient and controlled issues.

Finally, the ambivalence coefficient [11] can be calculated for each actor, giving an
indication of their expected stability in their potential alliances.

In operative phase of investigations our first step was the determination of region
concerned. This was the northern part of Vojvodina. This sub-region of Vojvodina
has numerous specific features. The most important from point of view of regional
development are as follows :(1) relatively high level of economic development.
The Vojvodina Autonomic Region has given 32,1% , of GDP of Serbia in an
average of 2000-2004 [Statisticki godiSnjak Srbije, 2000-2004]; (2) favourable
conditions of agricultural production [agriculture of Vojvodina give 34% of total
agricultural production of Serbia]:(3) ethnic heterogeneity [On data of Petrov et al.
(2002) in Vojvodina the share of minorities is 35%, the largest of these is the
Hungarian one: 14;4%], (4) intensive socio-economic relations with Hungary, the
government of which tries by its own means and by support of the European Union
to promote the cross-border relations. Of course, this region can be characterised
by general features of another regions of Serbia, e.g. the relatively high level of
unemployment, and the adverse economic consequences of civil war and NATO

The different actors and the two starting matrixes were compiled in a team work,
involving eleven specialists from the region using interactive methods of decision
making.
The key actors and their abbreviations, as well as goals and abbreviations are
summarised in Table 1.
Analysing the list of actors, it is obvious, that the relatively high number of actors
embraces a wide range of economic and social forces, shaping the environment of
development of northern part of Vojvodina. The accession to the European Union
is a central part of policy of Serbia, that's why it seemed to be reasonable to
represent the EU as an actor. 1t is a strategic goal of Hungarian government to
strengthen the relations with Northern-Vojvodina, because in this sub-region the
Hungarian minority could play a “bridge-role” between Hungary (an in general:
south —western part of the EU) as well as Serbian and another Balkan-states (Nagy,
2007). To promote this goal, the Hungarian government has allocated and
mobilised financial resources.
At first sight it may be rather curious to see the multinational companies between
the key —players in an area, which can be characterised mainly by agricultural
production, but it is extremely mmportant to emphasise, that the creation of new
workplaces, establishment of a long term development can’t expected only from

agricultural production.

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Analysing the different goals it is obvious. that-as a consequence of multitude of
goal-we see a rather complex picture. Some of them reflect general goals, some the
specific, complex situation in Northern Vojvodina. Among these. rather specific
ones the most interesting the goal: “Acceptance from side of Hungarian
population”. This reflects the fact, that the most important participants of
discussion groups had a Hungarian nationality. The mutual influence—dependence
has been described by matrix, shown in Table 2.

Based on matrix of influences, the influence-dependence chart can be constructed
with purpose of better visualisation of results (Fig. ). This cart is a bi-dimensional
graph in which all actors are placed according to their global influence [2]
(ordinate) and dependence [3] (abscissa). This graph gives a preliminary idea of the
relative importance of the different actors, distinguishing between dominant actors
(high influence) and dominated actors (high dependence), while also identifying
isolated stakeholders (low influence and dependence) and relay actors (high
influence and dependence).

An analysis of influence-dependence relations of different actors reflects the
contradictory situation in Serbia. This fact is well characterised by relatively high

level of influence of Serbian government on one hand, and the marginal position of

non-governmental (civil) organisations on the another hand. Multinational
enterprises could and should play a decisive role in development of the region, but
it is an open—ended question, how could be formed such a system of circumistances,
which make the region to an attractive place of business. The highly important role
of info-communication sphere is a natural consequence of economic development
and formation of a service~based society. At the same time, this fact expresses the

importance of improvement of competition-regulation of this sphere. Low level of

influence and at the same time high level of dependence of municipalities, small-
and middle-scale enterprises, as well as the citizens themselves highlights the
deep-rooted consequences of former political and economic system, as well as the
problems and obstacles of formation of a more decentralised, civilian society.

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The strategic goals of different actors are summarised in so —called gctor—pbjective
matrix (Table 3). Pieces of information of this matrix can be further investigated by
network-analysis.

The starting point of the network analysis is the f'ac?, that th.e number of
appropriately chosen interactions between different actors is pl'OpOl"thHal.W'lth the
tightness betwveen them. The same approach can be ﬁlrtl?er generalised: the
frequency of common acceptance or support of some goals is a measurement of
common goals, and the possible coalitions.

Analysing the most important concordances between the actors (Fig 2), it is
obvious, that these municipalities, service providers as well as government of
Vojvodina have numerous “common denominators” in development.

If we analyse the matrix of accordance. weighting the intensity of accordance by
the influence of actors, than it becomes obvious that the possible coalitions could
be formed by more different ways. (Fig. 3)

Analysing the weighted intensity of agreement-disagreement with different
strategic aims it is obvious, that the achievement of a wide level of consensus is
one of the most important strategic aim (Fig. 4). Results of analysis highlight the
fact, that there is not any possibility to realise a policy without the consent of the
majority of citizens, living in the area, independently of their nationality. This fact
emphasises the community of fate, historic, social and economic interdependence

of population, living in northern Vojvodina. Tt was an unanimous acceptance of
importance of factors of increasing of competitively as well as increasing of

attractiveness for capital insolvent. The most important driver of development —in
opinion of participants of team-is the human resource development.

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EFFECT OF COFFICIENT OF DEMAND ELASTICITY ON PRICES
OF AGRICULTURAL AND ALIMETARY PRODUCTS
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Summary

Therefore empiric research of demand elasticity of agricultural and alimentary pro-
ducts of Slovenia from year 2001 have been used, considering therefore that we
could approximately explain how relative changes in prices and income effect
demand of these products and how tendencies and trends which are specific for
Market of agricultural and alimentary products in this country, would sooner or
later reflect in our market too.The results that appeared, show that coefficient of
price elasticity on demand for group of agricultural-alimentary products (flour,
milk and dairy products, fat and oil, vegetables, fruits etc) have relative low value,
less than zero, so each price increase evokes relative low decrease of demand
which indicates the conclusion that demand is inelastic and such products belong to
so called necessity — subsistence products.Apart from that, cross-elasticity of
demand are very low so any price changes upwards and downwards are negligible
to changes on demand.

Coefficient of income elasticity of demand for group of agricultural products,
whose value is less that zero (flour products, vegetables, oil and fat, confectionery
products, soda drinks and others) belong to so called necessity products and each
income fluctuation would not substantially affects increase of demand, because
previous income level has attained certain saturation point. Coefficients of demant
elasticity have notable analitical significance for management in business policy of
company, especially price policy and planning of agricultural production.
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STRATEGY AND PRIORITIES FOR AGRICULTURE
AND RURAL DEVELOPMENT IN ROMANIA

Summary. Agriculture remained a key sector of Romania in the framework of the
pre accession period to the European Union. Thus, around of 41% of the employed
population worked in the primary sector which represent approximately 14% of the
Romanian GDP. The Copenhagen Summit Decisions, the Annual Report of EC of
October 1999 on the Romanian’s Progress towards Accession as well as the general
provisions of the EU Agenda 2000 Framework and the bilateral phase of the acquis
screening reached the same conclusions as those of the National Strategy for the
economical development of Romania presented to the European Union in March this
year, meaning the need for Romania to create a functional mairket oriented economy,
consistent with the principles, norms, mechanisms, institutions, and policies of
European Union. The convergence foreseen in this respect is based on an evaluation
of resources and opportunities of domestic and international context, and respond as
laid down by the updated National Programme for the Adoption of the Acquis to the
double requirement of finalisation of a market oriented economy and of preparation
for the accession to the European Union, for using the historical chance offered by
the decision of the European Council in Helsinki of December 1999 to open the
negotiation of accession for Romania. In this given context, we will present in this
paper the priority of harmonisation of the legislation concerning the SAPARD
Programme measures, between 1999 and 2004.

Keywords: SAPARD, agriculture, European Union, funds, program
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Introduction

In the National Programme for Accession of Romania to the European Union (May
2000), in volume I, chapter 3, item 3.4.2.5. Integrated Agricultural and Rural
Development, is mentioned that the National Plan for Agriculture and Rural
Development (NPARD) is a component part of the National Development Plan, as
this latter was approved by the Government Decision 749/1999. In volume II of the
National Programme for Accession of Romania to the European Union — Annexes,
item 3.4.2.5. Agriculture, Rural Development, in accordance with the Europe
Agreement (1994) and with the Accession Partnership, are mentioned the legal
documents which are to be elaborated / amended, and are established the deadlines
by which the action of legislative harmonisation is to be accomplished, taking into
account also the implementation of the SAPARD Programme. Thus, Romania
implemented in the agricultural sector the structural adjustments necessary to its
integration in the Common Agricultural Policy and it supported the investments
that respect the Community rules regarding economic, environmental and social

fields. Consequently, in the last years before adhesion to the EU, Romania
undertook :

a) On the one hand, in the economic field, the following actions:

- To set-up optimal dimensioned agricultural holdings, economically efficient,
by investments and by excluding the marginal exploitations:

- To focus on the structural reforms through the strengthening of" agricultural
holdings, privatization of commercial companies from the rural areas where
nowadays the state has majority capital. National Agriculture and Rural Devel-
opment Plan 2000-2006;

- To improve the legal and institutional framework for a good functioning of ag-
ricultural market, and to support the development of the infrastructure neces-
sary for this market;

- To sustain policies by agricultural products in order to improve the whole
chain from the production to the consumer, both on the internal and external
market, in conformity with the quality standards of the EU:

- To diversify the rural economy by non-agricultural economic activities;

- To support the vocational training of agricultural producers and land or forest
owners.

b) On the other hand, in the regulation field of the administrative reforms that will
allov:

- To align its legislation (especially in the veterinary and phyto-sanitary fields)
to the acquis communautaire and to prepare consequently its integration in the
Common Agricultural Policy;
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- To enforce its administrative capacity by training people in order to allow an
optimal framing of this economic sector;

- To build the institutional structures necessary to the administration of the
Common Agricultural policy.

- Romania has begun to develop a certain number of reforms in the framework
of this policy:

- The giving back of the agriculture and forestry land and the establishment of
the private property in agriculture, at the same time with the approval of the
Land Law No. 18/1991, with surfaces not exceeding 10 ha, and by the approval
of the Law No. 1/2000 for the reconstitution of the agriculture and forestry land
property right required in conformity with the provision of the Land Law No.
18/1991 and of the Law No. 169/1997, the surface which will be gave back has
no mare than 50 ha;

- The setting up of the legal frame for: the transfer of the land by the approval of
the Law No. 54/1998 regarding the legal transfer of the land; the granting con-~
ditions stated by the Law no. 219/1998 regarding the granting conditions; the
leasing of the land in conformity with the Law no. 16/1994 regarding the leas-
ing: defining elements of the land reform and for the establishment of the land
market;

- The ensuring of the legal frame for the privatization of the agriculture compa-
nies (in conformity with the Government Urgency Ordinance No. 198/1998 re-
garding the privatization of the companies having in administration agriculture
land or land being always under water shine) and of the food industry compa-
nies (Government Urgency Ordinance No. 88/1997 regarding the privatization
of the companies and the Law No. 99/1999 regarding the acceleration of the
privatization process);

- The administrative — institutional reform of the Ministry of Agriculture and
Food (Government Decision No. 331/2000 for the modification and comple-
tion of the Government Decision No. 6/1999 regarding the organization and
functioning of the Ministry of Agriculture and Food).

- The setting-up of the SAPARD Agency with the Government Urgency Ordi-
nance No 142/2000.

1. Objectives of the plan

On the long term, the strategy proposed by the National Plan for Agriculture and
Rural Development (NPARD) was to contribute to the accession of Romania to the
European Union and allowing that Romanian agriculture to be reinforce in order to

- Various forms of agriculture with the following lines:

- fo keep the tradition,

- to maintain the countryside,

- fo maintain the active rural connmunities,

- to maintain the employment,

- a simpler agricultural policy more wunderstandable which establishes a clear
line betwveen the decision that have to be taken jointly and which should stay in
the hands of each state;

- recognition of the services provided by farmers fo the society;

- toinsure an equal treatment of men and women.

The support given by the Community in the period 2000-2006 through the
SAPARD Programme shall be focussed on actions designed to contribute to the
reaching of the following general objectives proposed for SAPARD Programme:

i) The implementation of the acquis communautaire concerning the common
agricultural policy, the environment protection and related policies in the
field of food and consumer protection regulations, public health, well been
and good health condition of the animals and plants health.
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This objective of the Romanian strategy for integration in the European Union for
agriculture, food industry. fisheries and rural development sectors is represented by
implementing of the acquis communautaire. SAPARD will support practical devel-
opment to implement the provisions of the acquis regarding:

a) Food standards;

b) Control measures in order to assure the consumers protection, the public health
and the animal and plants healthcare;

¢) Environment protection.

ii) Engaging for the environment protection, the transposition in the national leg-
islation and implementation of the Directive "Nitrates", of the programme

opment shall have the following strategic objectives:

- sustainable development of an competitive agro-food sector by modernizing
and improving the processing, marketing of agricultural and fisheries products;

- to increase standard of living in rural areas by improving and developing the
necessary infrastructures, and by defining and setting up the good agriculture
practice for sustainable agriculture and rural development;

- to develop the rural economy, by setting up and modernizing the fixed assets,
for private agricultural and forestry holdings, developing and the diversifying
the economic activities, in order to maintain and/or create alterna-
tive/supplementary incomes and new jobs;

- _to develop human resources by improving the vocational training for farmers
and owners of forestry lands and by building and consolidating the institutional

capacity.

For all of these strategic objectives, priority was focused to the investments that al-
low the implementation of the acquis communautaire.

2. Strategies and Priorities for Spared Assistance

The strategy for SAPARD assistance described below aims at achieving the main
objectives of the National Agriculture and Rural Development Plan while taking
into consideration the following constraints:

- The priorities set in Art. 4.3 of Council Regulation 1268/1999, in particular:
“In their plans, applicant countries shall ensire that priority is given to meas-
ures to improve market efficiency, quality and health standards and measures
(o create new employment in rural areas, i compliance with the provisions on
the protection of the environment

- The list of eligible Measures given in the Art. 2 of Council regulation
1268/1999.

To achieve the priorities, the operational objectives referring to the measures pro-
posed by the SAPARD Regulations is as follows, regrouped in four priorities. The
general and National Agriculture and Rural Development Plan 2000-2006 specific
objectives of each measure are to be found in the measures of the SAPARD Pro-
gramme that was promoted. These priorities were the following:

Priority 1: Improving the access to markets and of the competitiveness of agricul-
tural processed products;

Priority 2: Improving infrastructures for rural development and agriculture;
Priority 3: Development of rural economy;
Priority 4: Development of human resources.

The elaboration of priorities, in the framework of the rural development strategy.
was based upon the following two important principles:

- A strong correlation between priorities. by correlating the measures corre-
sponding to each priority, and especially in order to obtain cumulated results.
ensuring the development of production chains, the stabilization of the food-
stuff market and implicitly an integrated development of the rural area:

- Previous promotion of certain priorities, which must ensure the development of
some resources in the areas with potential as well as a good orientation and
management of the programme funds.

In the framework of the first principle, the first priority cannot be fully developed
without supply in agricultural raw materials. These resources must be diversified,
stable from the quantitative point of view, of superior quality and having competi-
tive prices. These were the objectives pursued in the framework of the third prior-
ity. Also, the implementation of the regular supply flow of the marketing and proc-
essing units was conditioned by the existence of an sufficient infrastructure net-
work and especially by a network of dense rural axis, which allowed to service the
supply units. This objective met the objective of the second priority. Finally, the
implementation and efficient functioning of the production or processing units
were conditioned by the training of the economic agents, who are necessary to their
functioning. This objective was also provided for in the framework of the forth pri-
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ority. Thus, the impact of the first priority was reached by implementing in the
sanie areas the measures belonging to the second, third and forth priority.

In the framework of the second principle, Romania was favour during the first
years of development of SAPARD the implementation of infrastructure projects
that are necessary to the functioning of an economy in rural area. Romania there-
fore mobilized 50% of the Community assistance during the first two vears for in-
frastructure projects, which have already finalized their technical studies. There
were implemented standard and specific training courses from the beginning of the
programme in order to make viable the operations regarding agricultural holdings
and units for processing and marketing of agricultural and fishery products. Thus,
there were eusured all the conditions that will be very necessary to the develop-
ment and modernization of modern vegetable and animal farms, as well as the ca-
pacities of processing agricultural products in accordance with EU standards.
Moreover, this helped to elaborate studies and analyses regarding the market, the
production structures, the areas with various development potentials (rural tourism,
production diversification. handicraft etc.).

The available amount provided through the programme was significant, but, due to
the fact that the problems are substantial, the impact of the programme was rela-
tively limited to National Agriculture and Rural Development Plan 2000-2006
solving the problems and to implementing the acquis. The programme had also a
positive impact on the preparation for the accession at the EU.

Priority 1: Improving the access to markets and of the competitiveness of agricul-
tural processed products. The specific objectives are:

- Orientation of production in accordance with foreseeable market tendencies or
the development encouragement of new markets for agricultural products, es-
pecially for processing and marketing of agricultural products grown according
to the environmental standards in force, and in certain cases biological prod-
ucts can be used (in particular organic farming).

- . Quality improvement of processed products and control of food products qual-
ity, by respecting the minimum requirements of food hygiene according to EU
standards;

- . Improvenient and control of sanitary conditions:

- The establishment and strengthening of commercial private agri-food and fish
processors.

Measure 1.1: Processing and marketing of agricultural and fisheries products.
Applying art. 2 from the Council Regulation (EC) no. 1268/1999, art. 3 from the
Regulation of European Commission no. 2759/99 and art. 25 and 26 from the Regu-
lation of European Council (EC) no. 1257/1999, the measure has as a general objec-
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tive the support for investments, destined to the improvement and rationalization of
processing and marketing of agricultural and fisheries production in order to accom-
plish progressively the accordance with the acquis communautaire. contributing thus
to the increasing of competitiveness and added value for these products, being in the
same time a sector with a big potential in creating new jobs. This measure was ac-
companied with the on-going privatization of the sector and the suppression of over-
capacity owned by the State.

Due to the fact that processing sector was for about 85% situated in urban area. in-
vestments supported within this measure must be addressed also to those units for re-
structuring and modernization of the production processes and avoiding the low utili-
zation of some production capacities. Supporting of some small and medium proc-
essing capacities in rural space is justified as long as there is a surplus of raw materi-
als which can be absorbed by the units belonging to the rural space, without dimin-
ishing the quantity of raw materials destined to the processing units from urban area.
This measure was put in practice taking into account the following operational objec-
tives:

- . Support for investments for improving the processing and marketing of agri-
cultural products, by sectors and by specific objectives:

- . Support for investments for monitoring quality (control laboratories inside the
processing plants);

- . Stimulating investments aiming at the protection and enhancement of the envi-
ronment as well as livestock hygiene and animal welfare ("green invest-
ments").

This measure gave a priority to the production sectors for which the implementa-
tion of acquis communautaire needs important investments (milk, meat. fruit and
vegetables, wine, fish) but also didn’t exclude other sectors which represent impor-
tant potentials to put in value (cereals and oilseeds). In those sectors, only the mod-
ernisation of existing capacities was sustained.

This measure gave a priority to the projects higher than 100.000 EURQO but also
didn’t exclude smaller projects (between 30.000 and 100.000 EURO for those pro-
jects located in rural areas and based on local markets. The vocational training in
this sector was supported by the measure Technical assistance of SAPARD.

Measure 1.2: Improving the structures for quality, veterinary, and plant-
health controls, foodstuffs and consumer protection. According to article No. 2
of Council Regulation (EC) No. 1268/ 1999, the measure had as general objective
implementation of the acquis communitaire in the sanitary- veterinary, plant-health
food quality control fields in order to contribute to the improvement of quality of
raw materials and of finite agri-food products and to improve the competitiveness
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of the domestic market and for export prospects. For this measure, support was in-
sured complementarily by both Phare and SAPARD funds.

Taking into account that the aim of this measure was institutional building it could
be financed especially by Phare Programine. It the Phare Programme was not be
able to finance the projects, these was financed by SAPARD. Phare was focus on
the following directions:

- Consolidation of institutions building and national legislation in compliance
with European one (acquis communautaire) regarding the investments.

- Finalizing ongoing programmes and measures,

- Modernisation and making operative the multi-functional border inspection
(including those referring to border inspection for animal health),

- Investment projects ot more than 2 millions EURO (eligible value).

SAPARD shall focus, among others, on smaller actions at local level. This measure
requires the harmonization of the national legislation with the acquis communau-
taire as specified in the framework of the measure. This measure will be put in
practice taking into account the following operational objectives:

- . Establishment of new laboratories in public and private sectors;

- Modernisation, extension and equipment endowment of the existing laborato-
ries;

- . Setting up an information and communication network system for public labo-
ratories.

The public laboratories supported by this measure were considered as investment
in infrastructure not generating substantial net revenue,

Priority 2: Improving infrastructures for rural development and agriculture. Ac-
cording to article No. 2 of Council Regulation (EC) No. 1268/ 1999, the general di-
rections were in order to improve the rural infrastructure, to increase the living and
working standards and to maintain the population in the rural areas, by promoting
specific objectives, such as:

- Improvement of access of the inhabitants living in the rural area to holdings. of
communication between rural areas, and of access to national network.

- Improvement of hygiene and sanitary conditions of the living houses, and of
the productive activities carried out according to the standards in force;

- To ensure the necessary water consumption for the agricultural crops and for
livestock in areas with humidity deficit, in terms of economic efficiency, by in-
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creasing the economical and technical efficiency of the existing irrigation sys-
tems and reduction of the water losses from the irrigation network.

- . To increase the capacity of protection of the agriculture lands against floods,
by developing new digging and other specifically systems and by the rehabili-
tation of the existing ones.

The water infrastructure, as any other infrastructure investment project, was subject
to an EJA. Therefore, the environmental aspects was considered via the related

procedure. Management of the water and iirigation infrastructure was ensured by

the beneficiaries and the implementing agency included in the grant contract
clauses in this respect. since it would be rather complicate to list such details within
the body text of the Plan. Drainage systems and water treatment mentioned tech-
niques were subject of technical review to decide weather it is technically feasible.
Anyway, by economic point of view and as a follow-up of existing environmental
protection obligations. the exact techniques were fixed. Apparently, therefore it
was no need for an additional formal procedure in that respect.

Measure 2.1 Development and improvement of rural infrastructure. The pur-
pose of this measure was to improve the access of the inhabitants living in the rural
localities to the public services. to set-up of prerequisites for modernizing the de-
gree of comfort in rural areas, to improve of the quality of the environment and di-
minishing of polluting sources etc.

This measure was put in practice taking into account the following operational ob-
jectives:

- . Building and modernisation of local communal roads and bridges:
- . Building and modernisation of the drinking water supply systems;

- . Better management of the sewage water systems through investments related to
water treatment stations.

This measure was implemented with a big amount for the first two years, taking
into account the needs in this sector, and also in an integrated way in order to sup-
port investments linked with other measures of the SAPARD program.

The investment supported by this measure was considered as investment in infra-
structure not generating substantial net revenue,

Measure 2.2 Management of water resources for agriculture. According to the
provisions of Article 2 of European Council Regulation 1268/1999, the general ob-
Jjectives of this measure were to ensure a sustainable management of the water re-
sources in the rural area, to maintain and stabilize the production, to preserve and
protect the environment, to contribute to the increasing of the incomes and to sup-
port rural employment.
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The operational objectives within the framework of this measure were the rehabili-
tation and upgrading of existing irrigation systems, as well as in the rehabilitation
and modernization of existing drainage systems.

These could be accomplished taking into account the following operational objec-
tives:

- Rehabilitation and upgrading of existing irrigation systems;

- Rehabilitation and modernisation of existing drainage systems;

- Reduction of water losses in the irrigation network:

- Protection against flows.

This measure sustained the investments of the National Society of Land Reclama-
tion which keeps the management by concession of the infrastructures owned by
the state, as well as the investments supported by the new association of water us-
ers for the management of secondary water networks. This measure was imple-
mented in areas without high natural value. All the projects submitted in the
framework of this measure had to present an Environmental Impact Assessment
according to the law n°137/1995 on Environment Protection. The details for the
implementation of this measure were been discuss with the Commission before the
beginning of its application foreseen in 2002. The investment promoted by admini-
stration and supported by this measure was considered as investment in infrastruc-
ture not generating substantial net revenue.

Priority 3: Development of rural economy. According to provisions of Council
Regulation (EC) No. 2759/99, for appliance of the provisions of Council Regula-
tion (EC) No. 1268/1999 and Council Regulation (EC) No. 1257/1999, this priority
had as specific objectives the support for investments in agricultural holdings, set-
ting-up producer groups, diversification of the activities in rural areas, which
helped the adaptation of the rural economy with the acquis communautaire, for im-
proving the agricultural incomes, the employment and the orientation of the pro-
duction to the market economy. The specific objectives were oriented to:

- . Decreasing production costs,

- Adjusting the production to the need of the market,

- . Ensuring the optimal use of the manpower available by encouraging the crea-
tion of new employment,

- . Improving and diversifying production,
- . Improving the quality,

- . Promote the diversification of agricultural activities,
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- Establish in common joint rules concerning the information on the production,
especially on the harvesting and market distribution, officially acknowledged
within the candidate country,

- . To preserve the high natural value agriculture environment that is potentially
threatened,

- Protection and improvement of forest resources by a better valorization of the
forest.

Measure 3.1 Investments in agricultural holdings. The measure was imple-
mented with priority for activating the agricultural potential at the same time with
the valorization of local resource in view of making efficient the practiced exploita-
tion to insure the agricultural income. There must be granted support the setting up
or modernisation of the investments in accordance with the acquis communautaire.
The exploitations that received support from SAPARD Programme should comply
with the national legislation and if the legislation was updated during the imple-
mentation of the project should comply before the payment with the harmonized
legislation in force.

This measure was to be put into practice taking into account like operational objective the
promotion of investments in animal and plant sectors at fann level, in order to improve the
farm buildings and to clothe it with new machinery and/or animals with a high genetic
quality.

The minimal conditions of viability for each sector of production were fixed in the
measure, as regards the minimal agriculture area or the minimal number of animals
bred. as regards the minimal technical conditions of breeding and feeding. and us-
ing of manure, as regards the minimal conditions in order to respect the national
legislation of environment.

Measure 3.2 Setting-up producer groups. The general objective of this measure
was to increase the income of the producers who are members of producers groups
and to maintain and create employment in rural areas by setting-up such groups.
The purpose of producers groups was to market in common their products and es-
tablishes the joint rules of production. Consequently, the quality and marketing
conditions of the products obtained by the producers groups must be also im-
proved.

Taking into consideration Art. 6 of the Commission Regulation no 2759/1999,
there were established the following operational objectives:

- . Support to encourage the setting-up and to facilitate the administrative opera-
tions of producer groups;

- . To stimulate especially the voung farmers (under 40 years old) to be involved
in setting up producer groups.
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- The quality increasing. by setting up producer groups leads to application of
modern technologies and implicitly to the increase of the product quality.

The delayed beginning of this measure allowed, through the technical studies that
were implemented and financed within the technical assistance measure of SA-
PARD Programme, to define its intervention framework and to draw up its imple-
mentation methods. The details for the implementation of this measure were dis-
cussed with the Commission before the beginning of its application foreseen in
2002, after the establishment of the necessary legal framework.

Measure 3.3 Agri-environmental measures. The development of the practical ex-
perience of implementation of agri-environmental measures, both at administrative
and local level, respectively at the farm level, according to the principles of the CAP
will speed up the process of legislative harmonization that Romania is undertaking as
well as the absorption of experience from the EU Member States. The Ministry of
Water, Forestry and Environmental Protection has already started preparing the legal
context for the implementation of agri-environmental measures and major pieces of
legislation have been already approved in this respect; e.g. Government Ordinance
no. 34/1999, referring to organically production and its certification.

According to Article 22 of the Council Regulation (EC) no.1257/1999 the support
for the agricultural production methods designed to protect the environment and
maintain the countryside (agri-environment) contributed to multiply the actions of
accomplishing the objectives of the community policies regarding the agriculture
and the environment.

Particularly, the support granted through this measure promoted like operational
objective putting into practice pilot projects aiming at conversion to organic agri-
culture, the protection of areas with special bio-diversity / natural interest and
maintain / improve the rural landscape and natural environment.

The details for the implementation of this measure were discussed with the Com-
mission before the beginning of its application foreseen in 2002. A study was made
on the framework of the technical assistance that will define the concept of good
agricultural practice, the activities that go beyond them and the estimated income
loss. This study also established the zones and the conditions of implementation.

Measure 3.4 Development and diversification of economic activities, multiple
activities, alternative income. The general direction of this measure, established
according to the provisions of the Council Regulation (EC) No.1257/1999, speci-
fies that the support will envisage to support employment and to generate alterna-
tive incomes by diversifying rural activities related to agriculture. This measure
was put into practice taking into account the following operational objectives:
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- To sustain the agricultural activities in the rural area through the accomplish-
ment of specific services; in this respect, it is proposed to sustain the setting-up
of circle of agricultural machinery and services for repairing agricultural ma-
chines.

- To sustain the activity of youth and women;

- . To sustain the activities which are specific to the rural tourism (agro and silvotour-
ism);

- . To preserve and to develop traditional handicraft activities;
- . To develop aquaculture, bee-keeping, sericulture and mushrooms cultivation.

It has to be mentioned that Romania had already an experience in the rural tourism,
by the existence of marketing networks (ANTREC, FRDMR etc) and the classifi-
cation of the agrotouristic units according to their level of comfort. It was proposed
to give a priority to the modernisation of existing units, but also to create new units

if the applicant bases the investment on a study of the potential market in the area
where the project was carried out.

Measure 3.5 Forestry. According to the provisions of Article 29 of European
Council Regulation no 1257/1999, the support for the forestry sector contributed to
achieve the general directions:

- . Preserving and developing of economic, ecological and social function of the
forest in the rural areas, concomitant with the extension of afforested areas, in
order to increase the product added value of the forest and to increase the in-
comes of forest owners;

- . Fulfilling of the arrangements that Romania agreed upon in the Pan-European
Conference on Forests Protection.

- . The support shall promote one or more of the following operational objectives:

- . Financial support for local communities for the a forestation of the abandoned
land and the forestry roadway system;

Financial support for owners of forests and degraded lands from private sector (in-
dividual natural persons or their associations and legal persons), for private compa-
nies dealing with harvesting, transport and primary processing of wood, of forests
from rural areas for - Creating and modernizing nurseries, A forestation, Harvest-
ing and transport of wood products, First processing of wood.

Priority 4: Development of human resources. In accordance to Article no.2 of the
Council Regulation (EC) no.1268/1999, with Article 5 of the Commission Regulation
(EC) n0.2759/1999 and with Chapter TII, Title Il of the Council Regulation (EC)
1n0.1257/1999, this priority had as general objective the granting of assistance to the
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professional training in order to contribute to the improvement of knowledge and pro-
fessional competencies of the farmers and other persons involved in agricultural activi-
ties and in forestry, as well as to their conversion towards non-agricultural activities.

The specific objectives of this priority were the following:
- To train the farmers for the qualitative re-orientation of production, for the di-
versification of economical activities, for the appliance of these production
methods that are consistent with the preservation and improvement of the land-
scape and the environment protection. of the norms that. are applied in t.he ﬁfeld
of hygiene and of animal welfare, as well as for achieving of a leyel of pro'fes-
sional qualification which is necessary for the management of a viable holding.

- To ensure that the program gets acquainted, both by the beneficiaries as well as
by the responsible with its implementation (selection, checking, and monitor-
ing),

- . To ensure the promotion of the programme;

- . To ensure the training and forming of various authorities and bodies responsi-
ble for the accomplishment of the program;

- To elaborate the necessary studies for measures implementation.

Measure 4.1 Improving of the vocational training. Among the operational objec-
tives of this measure, there were to be mentioned:

- . Qualitative reorientation of production, including for the setting-up of producer
groups;

- . Production practices compatible with the maintenance of the landscape, the
protection of the environment, hygiene standards and animal welfare; including
training for farmers' taking-up thie agri-environmental measure.

- Management of economically viable agriculture and aquaculture farms;
- . Administration of the irrigation networks by the member of the Water Users Asso-
ciation;
. o T ities in the
- Other vocational training: forestry and diversification of rural activities

case of agriculture and fishery producers and forest owners.

The measure was focused on short-term training in the sectors relat?d with the ac-
quis communautaire: environment, hygiene and quality, animal welfare and for the
economic viability of the agricultural and fishery holdings.

The measure Techmical assistance of SAPARD programme financed the vocational train-
ing for the measure Processing and marketing of agricultural and fishery products, and
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Phare and national programmes could eventually sustain the vocational training for the non
farmer’s beneficiary of the measure Diversification of economical activities.

Measure 4.2. Technical assistance:

- . To ensure that the program gets acquainted, both by the beneficiaries as well as by
the responsible with its implementation (promotion, selection, checking, and moni-
toring):

- . To ensure the implementation of the program in an efficient, transparent and
strict manner, including the purchase of equipment necessary to monitor the
program, the equipment and the inner workings of the monitoring Committee:

- To inform the beneficiaries and the general public about the programme:

- To ensure the training and forming of various authorities and bodies responsi-
ble for the accomplishment of the program;

- _To elaborate the necessary studies for measures and program implementation;
- To ensure the evaluation and the control of the implementation of the program;

- The training of the agents belonging to processing and marketing enterprises
assisted within SAPARD Programme,

- _ The training of the agents responsible with the implementation of the pro-
gramme.

Quantification of expected outputs. According to the Communautaire regula-
tions, for the assessment of NPARD, three types of indicators were use:

- The output indicators, which measure the direct effects produced through pro-

gramme activities, being a quantifying tool for the operational objectives of

each measure. The financial and administrative resources of the programme are
inputs, which contribute to achieving the operational objectives.

- The result indicators, which measure the short term effects of the assistance, in
other words, it is allow the evaluation of the specific objectives fulfillment
within each measure from the Programme

- The impact indicators. which quantify on long term the actions promoted
within SAPARD Programme, as a result of the monitoring of the general ob-
jectives, for the whole programme and each measure as well

The result and impact indicators proposed in each measure that would be improved
subsequently in collaboration with the Commission’s services. On average there
will be promoted about 30,000 projects at an average individual cost of 70,000
EURO. The most relevant expected outputs by types of projects are the following:
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- 2,100 projects that are comprised in the measure of processing and marketing
of agricultural products, for the following sectors: dairy products, meat, cere-
als. oilseeds. wine, fruit and vegetables. potatoes, fish;

- . 178 projects to improve the system of quality control;

- . 1,800 km of communal roads. which represents an increasing of 180% of the
existing modernized roads;

- 2,700 km of pipelines for drinking water, which means an increase of 20% of
the existing length;

- . 1,300 km of pipelines for waste water (sewerage), which represents 1,6 time
more than the existing length (864 km):

- . 40,000 ha of land improved by irrigation and drainage. i.e 5% of the actually used
surface;

- . 11,000 projects of investments for agricultural holdings, supported by about
12,000 farmers, out of which 20% of young farmers,

- . 10,600 equipment for mechanization of agriculture;

- . 2,200 new livestock buildings or modernized;

- . 900 buildings created or modernized for crop farms;

- . 500 groups of producers sustained. which include 16,800 fanmers, out of which 3,300
young;

- . 36,000 ha covered by agri-environmental measures;

- . 7,000 projects of diversification of economic activities, out of which 3700 units for agri
and silvo-tourism (which represent an increase by 1,2 times compared to the existing
units);

- . 1200 km of newly built forestry roads or improved;

- . 15,000 ha afforested on degraded agricultural lands;

- 400 enterprises of wood exploitation or sustaining the wood processing;

- . 150,000 farmers (agriculture and fisheries) or forest owners trained on specialized pro-
grams,

Conclusions

Nevertheless, all of these measures were very important for Romania in the last
years before adhesion, in order to harmonize the Romanian agriculture with the
European standards and norms. An attempt to evaluate the expected impacts is very
interesting. Among these, one of the illustrative output indicators is “employment”.
For each measure where new jobs were created or existing jobs were maintained in
better condition, it was estimated the foreseen number. All the measures together
represent about 72,000 created and 68,000 jobs maintained in better condition. This

number, compared to the number of persons unemploved in rural areas (270.000)
reflects the immediate impact of the assistance granted. The average monthly cost
for the newly created jobs or for the jobs maintained through the programme of fi-
nancial assistance is of above 180 EURO. Comparing this figure with the average
wage in Romania, which is of 84 EURO/month it clearly appears the immediate ef-
fect of allocated sums.

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The main goal of this Article is to, based on short analysis of basic futures charac-
teristics as commodity and financial instruments, as well as contemporary situation
of national commodity and financial market development, study the possibilities
for commodity futures introduction in national financial system.

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THE SPATIAL AND SECTORAL CONCENTRATION OF THE
FOREIGN DIRECT INVESTMENTS IN ROMANIA

Abstract. A territorial analysis of the foreign direct investments (FDI) in Romania
shows major differences at all levels and in many fields. Among the eight
Romanian economic development regions, there are a few which have closer
indicators with the level of other countries in European Union (EU), but still many
other far from the requirements of a member state of EU.

A sectoral analysis of the FDI in Romania demonstrates a big imbalance between
branches. Some of them were more attractive compared with the others. The
investments generally and the investments in rural area and agri-food sector
especially, acquire a special importance, as they are closely linked to the natural
environment and the population. In the context of the transformations in the last
years, the agriculture needs major investments in order to recover the lost capital
due to the lack of stability and clear policy in the first years of transition. The lack
of domestic capital clains for international funds and foreign investments.

These are only a part of the arguments supporting the idea that, the foreign capital
in Romania is welcome and necessary for the recovery of some sectors of activity,
for improvement of the state of regions and for evening out of the disparities
between them. The analysis of the Romanian sectors and regions, together with the
investment policy and foreign capital flow’s evolution in economy will strengthen
the above-mentioned arguments and reveal the present drawbacks and the need to
accelerate the investment process.

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Introduction

In a world of globalization, the capital plays a very important role, conducts our
life in a totally different way than twenty vears ago and will have a deeper
influence, in the next decades. The investment activity has a central position in
economy because it is an instrument for achieving economic growth. Among
different forms of investments, foreign capital and foreign direct investments (FDI)
seem to be the most dynamic and advantageous for the countries from Central,
Southern and Eastern Europe, for the sides, investors and receivers.

By this study, we intend to analyze the evolution of the Romanian business
environment in the last yvears, the influence and the role of the FDI in economy, the
tendencies manifested in the economic development regions and in the main
branches of Romanian economy.

A very good start and impact on the development of the economy have had the
international programmes and projects in which Romania is taking part, under the
authority of international financial institutions or EU organizations.

In spite of many difficulties met in transition period, some programmes and
projects were already finished or they are in the last stage of implementation. The
transnational projects between Romania and other countries. even the small

projects between neighbors, have a good impact on the national economy, regions

and branches. Tn the meantime, some branches like agri-food sector or rural
development concept has got an important role because of their impact on the
structures of the Romanian economy. Many international projects have a direct
applicability in this field or in fields close to it, like environment and ecology. The
investments generally and the investments in rural area especially acquire a special
importance. as they are closely linked to the natural environment and the
population that is mostly sensitive, i.e. the rural population.

Besides these international funds, the effects generated by the foreign investors
during their activity appear as an important pillar of development.

Methodology

The present study uses data provided by the national institutions specialized in FDI
monitoring in Romania, also data of certain international institutions (UNCTAD). The
National Office of The Trade Register (ONRC), National Institute for Statistics (INS),
Romanian Agency for Foreign Investment (ARIS), the Romanian Authority for
Privatization (AVAS) and the National Bdnk of Romania (BNR) provide data for
Romania, at sectoral and regional level. It should be mentioned that the foreign direct
investiment (FDI) calculation methodology used by the National Bank is conform to the
International Monetary Fond (IMF) manual of the balance of payments, fifth
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edition/1993 (also used by UNCTAD); however, the methodology of national
institutions for FDI analysis and monitoring (ONRC and ARIS) is different but the
differences that appear and the general trends are not significant. According to ONRC
definition, the foreign capital invested in Romania is equal to capital subscription to
matriculations, plus subscriptions through capital increase mentions, minus share
capital transferred by non-resident shareholders/associations to  resident
shareholders/associations, minus share capital subscribed to firms erased from the trade
register.

The regional analysis of the foreign direct investments

The territorial repartition of the FDI for all activity sectors of the economy puts
into evidence some of the trends manifested by the investors in the 90s. As result,
there are emerging centers of concentration for the foreign investors in those
geographical areas and historical provinces with a rich economic and infrastructure
potential or with historical traditions in certain activity branches.

Analyzing the repartition of the foreign investors in function of the number of
commercial companies (Table 1), we can see, that almost half (54.2%) have been
founded in Bucharest, which anyhow has the supremacy regarding the value of the
invested capital, with almost 60%. The second group of regions, on the subsequent
place is: the West Region, Northwest Region and Center Region (between 9-11%).
The fewest commercial companies were founded in Southwest Region (only 2.5%).
If we take into consideration the value of the investments made in Romanian regions,
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after Bucharest is following the South Region and Southeast Region. These three
regions gather almost 80% of the total of the foreign investments in Romiania. On the
last place is the Southwest Region (see also Figure 1).

Following these two criteria, we can conclude that the Bucharest Region is
concentrating the greatest part of the foreign investments in Romania, the rest (less
than 50%), being shared by the other seven regions of economic development,
existing a great economic imbalance manifested in all domains of activity. The least
attractive region for the foreign investors is Southwest, which is on the last position
in function of both criteria. Tt is in fact one of the poor regions in Romania, together
with the Northeast region, with a rural majority and a strong agrarian character.
Except for the South Region, which has important investments, the foreign investors
generally avoid the poorest regions in Romania.

A classification on counties by the size of the foreign attracted capital (see Figure
1), comprises on the first positions, after Bucharest, the followings: Ilfov with 7.5%
(Bucharest Region), Arges with 5.7% (South Region), Galati with 4.3% (Southeast
Region), Timis with 4.1% (West Region), Constanta with 3.6% (Southeast
Region), Cluj with 2.5% (Northwest Region), Prahova with 2.4% (South Region).
Except the two counties in the South Region, all the others are in the regions with
bigger concentration of the population in the urban area. On the last positions, in
ﬁmc.tion of this criterion, there are: Talomita (South Region), Giurgiu (South
Region), Botosani (Northeast Region) and Salaj (Northwest Region) with 0.1%
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from total. Gorj (Region Southwest) and Vrancea (Southeast Region) with less than
0.1%.

The general conclusion is that the foreign investors avoided generally the rural
environment, preferring the towns or the adjacent areas. The regional distribution
of the foreign direct capital in Romania is characterized by great inequalities, the
one between the Bucharest Region and the other regions being most obvious and
the second between rural and urban area.

The sectoral analysis of the foreign direct investments

Romanian economy is dominated by foreign investments especially in industry,
trade and services (Table 2). All together sum up more than 80% from the total FDI
by number of companies or the value invested. FDI’s value distribution by activity
sectors reveals the preference for industry (52.0%) services (21.6%) and trade
(14.9%). In the same time, on the first places are also trade, services and industry,
when we take into account the number of companies registered. There is no interest
to invest in agriculture, tourism and constructions.

The state of the process of privatization on-sectors, at the end of 2004 is like in
Table 3. Many contracts were signed in agriculture, industry and trade and the best
period with an intensive privatization activity was 1997-2000.

All these contracts were signed with Romanian and foreign investors. A separation
of the capital by origins (domestic, foreign, mix) shows that the majority of the
contracts had domestic capital (Table 4). The share of the foreign capital is not big
but the values invested are important and, in the same time, in strategic sectors.

Foreign investors and the influence on structures

In fifteen years of transition, important transnational companies (TNC) have come
and invested in Romania. They are almost the same like the investors who came in
other CEEC or SEEC, as well. On the list of the most important investors
registered in the last years in Romania, according to the investment volume, we
meet":

By their activity, the influence on the Romanian economy increased from year to
year. In time, the old Romanian structures were changed (juridical, social,
economic) and a new market with totally different shapes, features and orientation
appeared.

The intensive activity of the foreign investors in Romanian economy gives us the
chance to build a classification of the foreign firms taking into account different
criteria as: turnover, profit or employees.

The first foreign firms, classified by turnover are presented in Table 5.

Some of the firms like Petrom, Petromservice, Alro, Automobile Dacia (from
industry), Metro Cash & Carry Romania, Selgros:Cash & Carry (from trade),
Romtelecom (from communications and services) are present in all classifications
and they are the main “actors” on the market. In majority, they are the former huge
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enterprises built during the communism and were privatized in the last years. Other
firms (especially in trade. services and communications) were established in
transition period and came on Romanian market for the first time.

Petrom is the biggest company in Romania, according to all criteria. It has 48,408
employees and a turnover 56.5 times bigger than a company situated on the place
200 (Top 200 —~ Romanian firms, 2005). In the same time, Petrom is the only firm
from Romania, which is present on the list of the first 25 non-financial TNC,
originating from CEE, by the volume of foreign investments made.

At the end of this analysis, we would like to present the result of the survey done in
2006 concerning the impact of the foreign brands on the Romanian market and the
effects on customs (High Impact Brands, by Synovate for Biz Magazine, in frame
of Strategic Forum 2006). The survey used as main criteria: recognition, trust,
popularity, optimism and innovation.

The first brands in Romania are: Nokia, Ariel, Coca-Cola, Sony, Philips, BMW,
Mercedes, Adidas, Colgate.

In banking sector, the first brands are: BCR-Erste Bank, BRD-Groupe Societe
Generale, Raiffeisen Bank, Bancpost.

Conclusions

From this analysis, certain conclusions can be drawn that come to consolidate their
increasing importance for privatization, restructuring and economic modernization,
for solid market economy implementation. The change in the political regime also
produced certain modifications of the economic policies, so that a change of attitude
as regards received FDI flows took place, large privatization processes of state-
owned assets were initiated and the regional economic integration policies were
intensified. Among these, the policies regarding the regime of foreign investments
have a very important role as they can block, hinder or encourage the FDI entries.
The investinent boom from the developed countries in the past and the high level of
FDI flows in certain CEEC can be explained by the national policy liberalization in
this field. The liberalization tendency can be increasingly found in the national
regulations by close or even identical formulations regarding important FDI aspects
and their operation on the host—territories: fair, non—discriminating treatment of
foreign investors: guarantees against nationalization, except for well—-defined
situafions of public interest and with payment of adequate compensation; settling up
of investment disputes and in case these are not solved up, appealing to international
arbitrage; providing free repatriation of profits and capital. These norms can be also
found in World Bank recommendations regarding the national policies of FDI.

The legislation on foreign investments regime in the transition countries,
formulated in the first stage of reform by special normative acts, got in line with
the international tendencies having a more open character than that of the other
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countries. Unlike developed countries that do not have special rules on FDI, in the
transition countries specific regulations were formulated, often in the absence of
similar regulations for domestic investors.

In Romania, FDI regime evolution after 1990 had almost the general trend as in all
transition countries; however, its particularity was that the frequency of changes
and sometimes the lack of coherence and consistency of authorities strongly
influenced the attracted foreign capital. At present, Romania is one step behind its
main competitors, in a stage in which the same treatment is now applied to foreign
and local investors. The practice in many years in the past showed that the
determination to attract foreign investors was not assumed as a priority by the
Romanian economic milieu, by decision—makes at all levels, by the managerial
structures of state enterprises.

These tendencies were found wliole Romanian economy level and mainly in the
activity sectors that are less attractive for investors and having a high risk degree,
as was the case in agriculture, tourism or in certain food industry sub-sectors.

This short analysis helps us to formulate the following final conclusions:

Serbia has in 2006 adopted a Law on “Organic production and organic products”.
This was a first step towards improvement of this, very prosperous field of agricul-
ture. Unfortunately, in the same year, the state has invested only 50 million diners

of fields for organic production. Unlike that, in neighboring Croatia, which is trail-
ing in organic production to Serbia government has adopted a regulation by which
all organic manufacturers are subsidized by 400€ per hectare.
